Types of Subatomic Particles

We now know that the atom is made up of 3 different types of particles called subatomic particles

Protons are positively charged particles located in the nucleus or core, of the atom.  Each proton has a mass of 1 atomic mass unit.

Neutrons are neutral particles also located in the nucleus.  Each neutron has a mass of 1 amu.

Electrons are negatively charged particles.  They have almost no mass at all – 1/2ooo of the mass of a proton or a neutron.  They move rapidly in the space around the nucleus.

All atoms have the same basic structure but not all atoms are alike.
