Food Chains
A FOOD CHAIN describes the feeding sequence in which each kind of organism eats the one below it on the chain.

Each step in a food chain is called a TROPHIC level.

All food chains begin with a producer and include one or more consumers.

A food chain simple describes “who eats who.”  The arrow means “eaten by” and always points from the organism being eaten to the organism that does the eating.
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In an alpine meadow, clover is eaten by a squirrel.  The squirrel is eaten by a bear.  Create an appropriate food chain below.
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
