Test Policy
1.
You are expected to write the tests in the assigned class time.

2.
If you know you are going to miss a test for a valid reason, it is your responsibility to discuss this with the teacher well in advance of the test date.  Arrangements will be made for you to write the test at another time before the end of the test day.  It is not always possible to grant this privilege and in such a case an NR will be assigned.

3.
If a test is missed, you will be assigned a ZERO until you meet 2 conditions:

A) THE ABSENCE IS VALIDATED BY YOUR VICE PRINCIPAL

B) WITHIN A REASONABLE TIME, YOU COMPLETE THE TEST AND HAND IT IN.


At this time, the zero will be changed to an NR.  Too many NR's in a term may necessitate basing your report mark on the exam only.

Labs, Projects & Assignments

You are responsible for completing all work in this course.  To achieve this each student will be expected to have a Science “class contact”.  If you are on a school team make sure your class contact is not on the same team or is someone that misses the same classes as you do.  If you miss a class, check with your class contact to see what you missed and complete the work.  After completing the missed work and doing the assigned reading see your teacher for clarification.  It is not your teacher’s responsibility to re-teach topics that you miss.

All labs, assignments & projects are due at the beginning of the class in which they are due or they are considered late.  The late penalty is 10% per day up to 3 days OR until the work is handed back, whichever happens first.  After either of those situations the mark is 0!

Homework – This policy is experimental and subject to change by the teacher!

Homework is worth NOTHING! – except BONUS marks on the unit test.  I will check homework randomly.  Each time homework is completed by you at the random check it will add 1% to your test mark for that unit.  Each time your homework is incomplete (at the discretion of your teacher) you will lose a 1% bonus mark for that unit test.  Bonus maximum = 10%,  minimum = 0% per test.  At the discretion of the teacher, crossword and word search type puzzles may be counted for bonus as well.
Equipment

You may not use each of the following items everyday in science but you are expected to have them with you for every class just in case they are needed. PENCIL, PEN, ERASER, RULER, CALCULATOR, TEXTBOOK, BINDER& LINED PAPER, YOUR FULLY FUNCTIONING BRAIN!

Absences and Lates

Absences - It’s easy… the more class you miss the worse your mark AND this is a REQUIRED course.  You must pass both grade 9 and 10 science to get a high school diploma!  What you learn in grade 9 is built upon in grade 10.  It is crucial that you have a good understanding of grade 9 science concepts to have a good foundation for the things that you will learn in grade 10.  So…absences must be validated through the attendance office.  If the absence is not validated you get a mark of 0 for anything done on that day and expect no help from the teacher regarding that topic when it comes time to study for tests or exams.  If you miss a class for any reason it is your responsibility to catch up and do what was assigned.  “I wasn’t here that day” is not a reason for not submitting an assignment!

Lates – even easier… late arrival interferes with the teacher’s plans and the learning environment for the other students.  DON’T BE LATE.  Your personal items being on your desk do not constitute you being present.  You will be marked absent if you are not in your seat when the bell rings because attendance is done at the beginning of class. You must see the teacher immediately upon arriving to change the absent to a late.  If you happen to find the door locked it is because the teacher does not want to be interrupted,  Knock once and wait patiently outside the door and the teacher will admit you at a convenient time.  Again missed work is your responsibility. 
Personal Space 
Unless instructed otherwise, items belonging to the teacher, or items on or in the teacher’s desk and drawers are off bounds to students.  Students may only enter the area behind the teacher’s desk or write on the whiteboards with markers when invited. A ringing phone is answered by the teacher, as is a knock at the class room door.

Washroom, Drink, or 

“May I go get…” passes.
Come prepared for class.  Get your supplies and use the washroom during your break and before the bell rings.  

You have four passes to leave during class time for the term.  Do not ask for more.  Do not ask to leave the class if you’ve already used your four passes because the answer will be “NO”.  If you must leave and have already used your four passes you will need to earn another one or ask a friend for one of theirs.  There may be opportunities in class to earn more passes by participating in and completing various activities.  There are only 2 hall passes = 2 people out of class at a time.
